A motion was made by Hallstrom, seconded by Curry and carried to
send an invitation to the property owners in this district to attend the next Historic Preservation
Committee meeting to hear comments on the declaration to expand the historic district of both sides of
Main Street, both sides of Railroad Street and the adjacent North section of Wisconsin Avenue that
borders these two streets.
