At assigned locations, the School Crossing Guard will direct traffic to aid school children in safely crossing streets on days when schools are in session; Help to prevent children from crossing the street during heavy traffic flow until it is safe to cross; prepare reports; and perform related duties as required. 
ASSIGNMENTS: 

School Crossing Guards work an average of one (1) hour per day or fill-in as a substitute when needed. 

UNIFORMS: 
School Crossing Guards will be furnished with, and are required to wear, the following: a traffic safety vest provided by the New Holstein Police Department. 

REQUIREMENTS:  

· At least 18 years of age. 

· Ability to perform all required duties of the position, including physical tasks. Candidates will be required to pass a medical examination, drug screening conducted by a medical examiner designated by the City and a criminal background check. 

PLEASE NOTE: Your vision must be satisfactory in both eyes and hearing satisfactory in both ears (hearing aid allowed) in order to pass the medical examination for employment in this position. 

Willingness to work outdoors in all types of weather. 

TRAINING: Under direction of the Police Department. 
SALARY: $12.25 per hour. Because this is a part-time position, appointees are not eligible for fringe benefits.
